The Sacramento Valley Railroad was table, was forty feet long in a

organized in1852 and the land survey
completed in 1854. Construction began
on February 12th 1855 with grading on
the levee at Front and L street in Sacra-
mento.

The first rail was laid on August 9th
1855 and track reached Alder Creek on
January 1st- a distance of 18 miles
from Sacramento. By January 22nd
track had reached Negro Bar and the
first train arrived in Folsom on February
22nd 1856 - a distance of 22.9 miles.

From inception to completion in under 4
years! This first section of railroad
proved its worth, and other rail lines
were built; Folsom to Lincoln (1861),
Folsom to Latrobe (1864) and the Cen-
tral Pacific Railroad coming out of Sac-
ramento over the Sierra Nevada (1864
1868).

Back in 1856, the newly completed Sac-
ramento Valley Railroad brought rail-
road shops, a depot and a turntable, to
Folsom. The turntable was used to turn
locomotives around for return trips to
Sacramento.

The turntable's platform, or deck type

five to six foot deep pit. The
walls of the pit were reinforced
with bricks made locally. The
table was used to turn the loco-
motives for approximately elev-
en years when it was replaced
with a longer "A" frame or gal-
lows style of table. The new ta-
ble was fiftysix feet long.

Doug Hays rediscovered the
Folsom Turntable pit in 1975
but it was not until 1995 that it
was properly unearthed, follow-
ing the official incorporation of
The Folsom, El Dorado and Sac-
ramento Historical Railroad As-
sociation on January 1st of that
year. To the delight of members
and volunteers, a second turnta-
ble wall was discovered!

A replication of

Creek who kindly completed the
castings of the iron parts. This is
the turntable that sits proudly to-
day in its original position on the
railroad block in Historic Folsom.

Although Southern Pacific discon-
tinued use of their line from Fol-
som to Placerville in the 1970's,
and for more than 30 years the
line has been in a state of decay
and disuse, it has never been
abandoned.

Duct tape sometimes called duck tape is clothh or scrimbacked pressuresensitive tape often coated

with polyethylene There are a variety of constructions using different backings and adhesives. One variation is
black gaffer tape which is designed to be nomeflective and cleanly removed, unlike standard duct tape. Another varia-
tion is heatresistant foil (not cloth) duct tape useful for sealifgeating and coolingducts, produced because standard
duct tape fails quickly when used on heating ducts. Duct tape is generally silvery gray, but also available in other colors

and even printed designs.

During World War || Revolite (then a division ofJohnson & Johnsopdeveloped an adhe
sive tape made from arubberbased adhesive applied to a durableduck cloth backing.
This tape resisted water and was used as sealing tape on sorammunition cases during

that period.

The first material called "duck tape" was long strips of plagotton duck cloth used in mak-
ing shoes stronger, for decoration on clothing, and for wrapping steel cables or electr
conductors to protect them from corrosion or wed#. For instance, in 1902, steel cables
supporting the Manhattan Bridgewere first covered inlinseed oil then wrapped in duck
tape before being laid in placé4 In the 1910s, certain boots and shoes used canvas duck fabric for the upper or for
the insole, and duck tape was sometimes sewn in for reinforcemefitin 1936, the USbased Insulated Power Cables
Engineers Association specified a wrapping of duck tape as one of many methods used to protect rubiserdated
power cablesl In 1942, Gimbel'sdepartment store offeredvenetian blindsthat were held together with vertical strips

of duck tapel™ All of these foregoing uses were for plain cotton or linen tape that came without a layer of applied adhe-
sive.

The idea for what became duct tape came frodesta Stoudf an ordnancefactory worker and mother of two Navy sail-

ors, who worried that problems with ammunition box seals would cost soldiers precious time in battle. She wrote to
PresidentFranklin D. Roosevelin 1943 with the idea to seal the boxes with a fabric tape, which she had tested at her
factoryl'2l The letter was forwarded to the War Production Board, who put Johnson & Johnson on the job.
[13] The Revolite division of Johnson & Johnsorhad made medical adhesive tapes from duck cloth from 1927 and a
team headed by Revolite's Johnny Denoye and Johnson & Johnson's Bill Gross developed the new adhesive tape,
(141 designed to be ripped by hand, not cut with scissors.

Duct tape is commonly used in situations that require a strong, flexible, and very sticky tape. Some have alksimng
adhesive and resistance to weathering. A specialized versigaffer tape which does not leave a sticky residue when
removed, is preferred byaffersin the theatre, motion picture and television industries.

Duct tape's widespread popularity and multitude of uses has earned it a strong place in popular culture, and has in-
spired a vast number of creative and imaginative applicationBuct tape occlusion therapy{DTOT) is a method intend-
ed to treat warts by covering them with duct tape for an extended period. The evidence for its effectiveness is poor;
thus it is not recommended as routine treatmentHowever, other studies suggest the duct tape treatment is more ef-
fective than existing medical options. Duct tape has been used to temporarily fix Appl®Bone 4dropped call issug

as an alternative to Apple's own rubber case.

Duct Tape is not a new invention and has uses that the developers never dreamed of. Including dress forms!
